1. The respiratory system is a transport system.
2. The small intestine absorbs nutrients during digestion.
3. Gas exchange takes place in the alveoli.
4. The kidney and bladder are a pair of organs that are part of the excretory system

5. White blood cells are the part of the blood that fights off germs that enter the body

6. The circulatory system pumps blood, which transports materials through the body

7. Respiration is the ability to use oxygen to break down food into energy

8. The heart, lungs and blood are all examples of organs
9. The respiratory system is an organ system that produces carbon dioxide as a waste product in animals.
10. Carbon dioxide leaves the body as cellular waste when a person exhales

11. Blood moving from the lungs to the heart is oxygen-rich blood
12. The liver and pancreas are the two organs assist the small intestine in breaking down food

13. Nephrons filter wastes from blood in the kidneys
14. The villi help the digestive process by absorbing digested food
15. The kidneys remove waste and convert it to urine
16. Gas is exchanged in the major organs of the respiratory system called the lungs
17. Blood is filtered in the major organs in the urinary system called the kidneys
18. Nutrients are absorbed into the blood in a major organ of the digestive system called the small intestine
19. Parts of the circulatory system that carry either oxygen or carbon dioxide are the red blood cells

20. Parts of the circulatory system that fight germs are the white blood cells
21. The movement of particles from areas of high concentration to low concentration is called diffusion
22. A process where the blood picks up oxygen and drops off carbon dioxide is called gas exchange

23. A storage organ found in the urinary system where urine is collected before passing out of the body is called the bladder
24. The widest part of the large intestine where solid waste is stored before passing out of the body in the colon
25. The tiny filters that separate waste from useful materials in the blood are called nephrons
